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CrimeNet™ User Guide 
 
The primary purpose of this system is to provide you with a quick and easy way 
to communicate with law enforcement.  You do not have to sign up, or be a 
member, in order to use this system. 
 
To report suspicious 
activity, just click on the 
“Report Suspicious 
Activity” button. 
 
You can view Forum 
threads, and use the 
Dashboard without any 
sign up also. 
 
If you want to post new 
threads or replies to the 
Forums, or use the 
Messaging System, then 
you should sign up. Just 
click on the “Forum 
Signup” button. 
 
 
 
 
When you report suspicious 
activity, you will be asked for your 
Region, and email address.  Your 
email address will not be 
published, and law enforcement, 
or anyone else, WILL NOT have 
access to it. 
 
Your email address will only be 
used to notify you in the event 
law enforcement has follow-up 
questions.  You will be sent a link 
to an “anonymous message drop”, 
where you can communicate with 
law enforcement anonymously. 
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Tip Reporting 
When you file a tip, please be as 
specific as you can.  Describe 
persons, clothing, location, and 
anything else you can. 
 
You may upload a picture, if it is 
300K in size or less, and is in JPEG 
format.  Most consumer digital 
cameras use this as the standard 
format. 
 
Please use the drop-down boxes at 
the bottom of the form to describe 
any vehicle involved. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Forum Signup 
To sign up for the Forums and 
Messaging, just click on the 
“Forum Signup” button on the 
home page. 
 
You’ll be asked to pick a challenge 
question and answer, and enter a 
Forum Name.  You may also 
choose to receive Hot Sheet alerts 
from law enforcement via email. 
 
 
 

Toolbars 
From most screens in CrimeNet, you will see a 
handy toolbar.  The “Go To…” toolbar will let you 
jump to most other screens within CrimeNet. 
 
The “Tools” toolbar will let you file a tip, or 
manage your account, etc. 
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Forums 
The CrimeNet Forums work 
just like most other online 
forums.  From the Forums 
Home, select your desired 
forum. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
From here, you can start a 
new thread by clicking on the 
“New Post” button. 
 
Or click on an existing thread 
to view it. 
 
 
 
 
Click on the “Reply” button to 
add a new post. 
 
Click on the “quote” button to 
reply with a quote from an 
existing post. 
 
Click on the “pm” button to 
send a personal message. 
 
Click on the exclamation icon 
to report an offensive post to 
the Moderator. 
 
Click on the pencil icon to edit 
one of your posts. 
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Personal Messages 
To access your personal 
messages, click on the 
“Messages” button on the 
Home Page, or use “My 
PM’s” from the “Go To…” 
toolbar. 
 
Click on an “X” icon to 
delete a message.  A red X 
indicates a message thread which you originated.  A blue X indicates a message 
thread originated by someone else. 
 
 
Click on a message thread, 
and enter your reply in the 
“Reply” box.  Your reply will 
then show in the thread. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Dashboard 
The CrimeNet Dashboard 
shows you the current 
weather in your town, plus the 
latest Forum threads, and 
your latest PM’s.

You may also 
sign up to receive Hot Sheet 
alerts via email. 
 
Use the “My Account” button 
on the Home Page to sign up 
for Hot Sheet alerts, change 
your password, etc..
